INTRODUCTION 

Ind l~trial Classifications are used in the classification of 
econ)mically active p)pulation, in the presentation of statis­
.tic] of injustrial pzoduction ani distribution, labour statistics 
and ec)n)mic data like natianal income, etc. C()l11parabi­
lity of statistics available from various sources on different 
aspects of economy and the usability of data for economic 
analysis, demand standardisation of the system of Industrial 
Classification. 

The Industrial Classification used in the p.Ypulation 
censuses differed from one census to another and till the 1951 
Census, it was generally all amalgam of industriitl and accu­
pational features. 

In the 1961 Cenms, the Indian Standard Industrial Classi­
fication (ISIC) ev.)lved in 1958 by the Directorate General 
of Employment and Training was used. There has been a 
variety of Industrial Classifications in India such as Labour 
Bureau's industrial classification of factories, Standard Indus­
trial Classificatbn enlved by Central Statistical Organisation, 
etc. While attempts have been made in several cases to bring 
these classifications in line with the I.S.I.C., these have produced 
different versbns depending on the nature of the respective 
needs. Nation l1 IndlJStrial Classifications, 1970 was evolved 
in It}70 by Central Stltistical Organisation (C.S.O.) to bring 
these cllssiflcatbns in line with 1. S. 1. C.-1969 issued by the 
United Nltl.)U3 Statistical Office (UNSO). This classification 
was ado)ted by the Olice of the Registrar General, India 
during 1971 and 1981 Cenmses with suitable modifications. 

(iii) 
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Since 1970, when NIC-70 was evolved, the structure and 
organisation of industries have undergone considerable changes 
resulting, inter-alia, in substantial diversification and or changes 
in the product-mix of the estabIishrr:ents as also in the techno~ 
logies of operation. In view of this C.S.O. included revision 
of NIC-70 as one of the components of their Plan Scheme on 
'Standardisation of Classification' and appointed a Steering 
Committee consisting of reprefentatives of National SlllYpJe 
Survey Organisation, D~partrr:ent of Industrial Devekprrent, 
Office of Developrr:ent Commisskner, Small Scale Ir.dustries, 
Planning Commission, Directorate Ger.eral of Ccrrrrercial 
Intelligence and StatistiCS, Indian Bureau of Mit:es, C.S.O., 
Directorate General of Employrr_ent ar.d Training, Rererve 
Bank of Ir.dia, LA.M.R. and Federation of Indian Charrber 
of Comn:.erce and Irdustries, etc. to revife NIC. The Steering 
Committee decided to set up a sltb-committee consisting of 
the representatives of RBI, NSSO, IAMR, Deptt. of Indus­
trial Developrr:ent, Office of the L'eveloprrent Corrrrissicner, 
Small Scale Industries to prepare a draft of the revis( d NIC. 
The Preliminary draft 'of NIC-87 prepr,red by the sub-commi­
ttee was widely circulated to concerned departrr.ents/organisa­
tions for their comrr:ents. The Steering Committee finalised 
NIC-87 after considering the comrr.ents received from various 
departments/organisations. 

Some of the main features of NIC-87 are furnished 
below: 

1. The NIC-87 groups together economic activities 
which are similar in terms of process type. raw material med 
and finished gocds pred-cced. The classifications dees not 
make any distinction according to type of ownership (except 
in case of forestry where the distinction is considered to be of 
considerable eccnomic impcrtance) cr tyre of eccncmic cr-

ganisation. 

2. The NIC-87 incorporates sorr:e of the major revisions 
contained in the I. S. 1. C.-1969, e.g., transfer of 'Restaurants 
and Hotels' from 'Services' to 'Trrde'; clubbing of Banking, 
Insurance, Real Estate ard Business Services; transfer of Vderi-
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nary Services from Agricultural Services to Medical and Health 
Services; treating Sanitary Services an:( rg Cc,rrnumity Ser­
vices, etc. as was done in NIC-70. 

3. A new titling system for different levels of economic 
~las~ifcati('ns etc. as reccrrrrenkd by tl-e U. N. Statistical 

Office was adopted. The one-digit level ccmtih~tes fte Section. 
the two-digit level the Division and the 'three-digit level the 
Group. 

4. There has not been any major change at one-digit 
level. The economy remains divided into 10 Sections with 
special Section X for the activities not rdequately defined in 
Sections 0-9. 

5. Tlhere are now 73 cedes at twc-digit level as compared 
to 66 in NIC-70. Divisicns 35 ad 36 hne teen ccrr_bined into 
ODe ))ivisien 35-36 in l\1C-87. The eight ,rlditic nal divisions 
whic.h hHe hen inch ded in l\IC-87 rre li~t(d 1::e!ow:-

6. There are 462 Groups at three-digit leye! in t~e revised 
NIC-87 as against 385 in NIC-70. The increme at the three--digit 
level has been mainly due to the need to expand and split the 
eX isting activities which have since become important. 
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7. In ISIC·6S, repair services were shown under household 
and personal services instead of manufacturmg. In NIC-70 cir­
~ulated by C.S.O., these repaU activities were provided for in 
two places: as separate groups under division 'Y' giving the 
option to have the5e activities either under division 3 (as major 
,group 39) or under division 9 (as major group 91) according to 
the convenience or requirements of the users. While adopting 
the NIC·1970, the office of the Registrar General, India assigned 
Major Group 39 to 'repair services' under Division 2 & 3 in order 
to provide c)mp:lrable data with 1961 census. In the revised 
NrC, however, the5e activitie3 have been placed only at 97 and 
division 39 has been created to account for the establi"hments 
engaged pred)miMntIy in the repair of capital goods, i.e., the 
repair of machinery/equipment which are investment goods in 
nil-ture. As such, there is n:) scope of shifting division '97' tlnder 
section 2 & 3 in the revised NIC-S7. The office of the Registrar 
General, India has adopted revised NIC-87 without making any 
modification in this. However, care will be taken at the process­
ing stage by merging the data of Division 97 with Section 2 & 3 
in order to provide comparable data with the earlier censuses. 

Statistical finit and roles of classificatioD 

The blSis of classification being the nature of economic 
activity carried out in an e3tablishment it folloW's that the unit 
of classification is taken as the establishment. The term "establish­
ment" is defined as an economic unit, which is engaged in one 
or pred)minantly one economic activity (as identified by the 
activity codes in NIC·S1) at a single physical location under 
single ownership control of a firm or enterprise, which may have 
~ore than one establishment engaged in different activities at 
the Slme 1 )clti)n or the same activities in different locations. 
Each e3t tblish nent is t) be counted separately and classified 
appr.:>priately. Wnere a single physical establishment is engaged 
in one or m )re than one activity it w,)uld be desirable to treat 
each of the c0'mp.Jnent technical units as a separate establish­
ment but where it is n)t p:>ssible to separate technical, ancillary 
or welfare units fr.)m the parent establishment, the establishment 
will have to be classified into on~ or the other groups in the 
classification according to the major activities of the establish 
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ment. The major activities of the establishment should be meaSU-r 
ed with regard to the value added by production of different 
products and services, or net revenue derived from various acti­
vities. Where such assessment is not possible, classification may 
be done in terms of gross revenue attributed to the products, 
or services of the establishments, the number of persons em­
ployed for various activities.
